Fossil Belemnites  

 

INTRODUCTION  

1. Origin of the name and classification  

Pronounced 'BEL -EM-NIGHT', the name is believed to have 
been derived from the Greek word 'belemnon', which can 
be translated as dart or javelin shaped.  
 
They also have be en called ÔthunderboltsÕ. The belief was 
that lightning had been transformed into stones which fell 
from the sky when there was a storm.  At times they have 
been called Òthunder arrowsÓ and ÒSt Peter's fingersÓ.  
In the Middle Ages they were called DevilÕs Fingers or 
WolfÕs Teeth.  
 
Local Folklore comments that stomach aches can be cured 
by scraping off and then swallowing a little of the 
Òthunderbolt Ò  
 
We needed to wait for the beginning of the interest in 
palaeontology to realise that these bullet -shaped fossils 
were  broken pieces of the rostrum which belonged to a  
kind of fossilised squid or cuttlefish. In reality these 
pencil - shaped fossils are the internal structure of a cuttle 
bone.  
 
Belemnites  are member of the Phylum Mollusca 
(Coloidea), Class Cephal opoda, Order Belemnitida.  
They are related to the Ammonites and the living Nautilus 
but, unlike these creatures, they have an internal shell.  

2.Origin in time  

The Belemnites were present on Earth for a period 
spanning over 140 million years.  



They first a ppeared on Earth some 208 million years ago, 
during the Carboniferous period.  
 It is currently thought that they evolved from the same 
ancestors as the Ammonites.   The Belemnites became 
extinct about the same time that the majority of the 
dinosaurs disappe ared , at the end of the Cretaceous 
Period, some 65 million years ago, at the time of the K -T 
mass -extinction.  
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3.Habitat  

The Belemnite fossils used in the making of  homoeopathic 
remedies were c ollected along Charmouth beach  in 
Dorset , in November 2008.  



They were very easy to find as they are  the most common 
fossils in Dor set Õs marine Jurassic rocks . They are very 
abunda nt around Seatown and Charmouth . 
One sat on the beach and very patiently searched for 
broken pieces of Belemnites. They were often hidden 
underneath large pebbles, and patience and good eyesight 
is needed to  distinguish them from all these pebbles, as 
they are quite small and dark grey.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

    
 
                       

4.Morphology  
 

 

 

 

Like squids, they possessed an ink sac and 10arms.  

 



The complete Belemnite 'shell' con sists of three parts:   

1.  The guard or conical rostrum: is the strongest 
part of the shells and are preserved as fossils. They 
are made of calcite which grows inwards towards the 
centre. The fossil remains which are m ost frequently 
found is the rostrum. This part of the shell was 
originally locate d in the tail of the Belemnite.  Th e 
guard is elongated and bullet -shaped, cylindrical and 
either pointed or rounded at one end.  

2.  The alveolus  :  The hollow chamber at the front of 
the guard is called the alveolus.   In side this 
chambered space went the rear part of the body of 
the Belemnites called the phragmocone -  made of 
soft organic material Ð rarely found, as it did not 
easily fossilise.  

3.  The proostracum or fore-shell: a long blade - like 
extension at the front .  

Bele mnites swim horizontally, changing direction by 
varying the angle of the funnel.  

They were believed to be efficient carnivores that caught   
small fish and crustaceans with their tentacles, which had 
hooks, and ate them with their beak - like jaws.

The fossil felt ri ght 
and ÔaliveÕ when I started to apply layers of silver, gold 
and bronze metallic  paint , which were spread on the paper 
with a knife . 
It was as if  I was constructing the outer layer of the 
Belemnites . I am always amazed that while you are 
painting these f ossils you seem to gain an inner 
knowledge of the animal itself. You suddenly start to visit 
Òthis aqu arium/museum of palaeontologyÓ  and the act of 
painting becomes really captiv ating. You have a sense of 
discovery , of curiosity, of wanting to understand , a sense 
of being there in this warm and limpid water .

3. Broken Dreams 
 

All mothers have a dream of seeing their children happ ily 
married for ever  and ever.  
In times of stress or grief one patient  al ways coped well 
by going into Òactivity overdriveÓ,  being very busy, helping 
with the community, going skiing, belonging  to a walking 
group, decorating . She  never stopped. It alway s allowed 
her to work out crises such as her own cancer after a 
positive smear test, which led to a hysterectomy , or the 
sudden death of her husband.  
9 years ago  she was operated on for a hip replacement, 
but now this one has to be replaced. Very likely ov er -  
used!   
 



Before the operation, she had a blood test and it was 
discovered that she was suffering from 
haemochromatosis . The surgeon did not feel happy 
operating as the liver was very enlarged and overloaded 
with iron. She  came to see me hoping homoeopat hy could 
help as it was vital for the operation that the liver 
condition improved. They feared she would not be able to 
take the an aesthetic.  
 
However, her daughterÕs marriage broke up, and for the 
first time in her life, she  had not been able to apply her  
usual approach (her Òoverdrive activity Ó). The breakup 
came as a huge shock for her, especially when she herself 
was feeling weak, very tired, with little energy, and not 
being able to walk at all.  
She was housebound in a wheelchair due to the severe 
det erioration of the hip pro stheses.  
The perfect image of her daughterÕs marriage had been 
Òsmashed by  my  son - in - law and I have difficulty accepting 
this. IÕd put so much trust in my son - in - law whom I still 
like.Ó  However, she could not r econcile herself to the new 
image  of her daughterÕs family life.  It was like somebody 
had Òtorn a happy family picture into little piecesÓ. 
 
This description of little pieces reminded me of the 
essence of Bel emnites. The fossil also is broken in to  little 
pieces when you find it on the beach at Charmouth. You 
can never rebuild the whole fossil once itÕs broken!!  
 
Treatment: One powder  weekly of Bel emnites , starting 
with 6 and rising to 10 M.  
 
Six weeks after this treatment, the liver had completely 
returned to normal. The consu ltant felt it was a miracle. 
The patient explained she had had homoeopathy to 
detoxify her liver.
